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The Bonfire





	Following his job as a rural carrier for many years, Arthur DeLong, father of Albert and a grandfather of Larry, retired in 1953. He also worked as a part-time bookkeeper at Chase Chevrolet, Inc. It was April 5, 1948, and DeLong went outside the garage and started a bonfire to burn a pile of papers. The fire somehow got out of control, ignited grass and spread to a small barn adjoining the garage facility. The barn, owned by Frank Snyder, was used by painter Ed Graney, who lived with the Snyders, to store equipment. The barn also had its sides covered with old cardboard, so that it made especially good fuel for the fire. In the end all that remained of Ed Graney’s push cart was its metal frame. The newspaper account of the incident closes with this: “Although Ed Graney lost much of his painting equipment, he’s still painting.” [Page 178]
