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 	Absent friends I sit down to write a few lines to you to let you know that we are yet in the land of the living and enjoying a comfortable degree of health my health is good as usual Mr Peaks health is some better than it has been through the winter altho it is not very good yet he keeps about he has gone to Rochester to day we have looked for you this winter but we have not seen you we have had very little snow here till in March then we had plenty we went one journey of eighty miles last month and snow enough the spring is much more backward than is usual for this country altho the snow is gone and the ground settles it has been very muddy so that the Roads were almost impassible hay is generally plenty and grain cheap wheat is six shillings per bushel this is a land of plenty altho many people are not contented here they go farther to look for better places than this. Money is scarce and – produce low and they say it is hard times. As –y situation I have enough of evry thing to – comfortable and I am in a good neighbourhood by kind and friendly neighbors and I believe the greater part of them are Christian people we have no tatlers nor busybodies here everyone minds his own business and I have got a kind husband and I know not how long his life may be spared life is but a vapor his children appear friendly and kind and that is very satisfactory to me if I could have the privilege of haveing my dear child that is there where I could visit her. I do not know as I should ask for any greater worldly enjoyment  I want you to be a friend indeed to her I know her feelings and if I had never encouraged her to have married I should be very glad but I did not know that I was a planting a thorn in my own heart if I had refused as decidedly when he made his proposals as I did when Esq. Peasly [?] made his I should have done something and I could have had her company here but I little thought where I should be now and I knew not the overtures of Providence I could not look into futurity I have understood that you talk of coming out this fall we hope you will and we should  be glad have her come with you if she could get money to get here I would let her have money to beare her expenses home Mr Peak says he Respects her for my sake he wants you all to come. give my respects to the church in maryland but you must tell them that I have broken theyre Covinent I have united with the Methodist I thought it for the best Mr Peak being one and he saw the ministers were here often and made there home with him a great deal and always did. And he thought they would feel more freedom here than as if I was with another church and likewise his children all that has arisen to years of manhood all are profesers and belong to the Methodist and I thought I would not be one alone amongst them it was understood between us before we were married. I want you to let the church know it but I do not want you to say much about it on Eliza’s account I know of where she is if it was not for her I would not care if all the world knew it. give my Respects to Mr Shutts and tell him that baby that he heard I was going to have when I left Westford has not come along yet and I do not see Any likely hood of its ever coming So no more now pleas write me as soon as you get this I could write the hour if I had room but my paper fails you must come and see us  soon as you can Sally Peak to her Brother and sister Ephriam Delong Elizabeth Delong


	Eliza An I want to see you so that I feel many times as if I should fly but I can only in my sleep Azro was here in febry and he was a going to Westford in June and then he would come out here a gain so that I think I shall hear from you then you must tell him all you want to and he will tel me he made a short stay here he started with a horse and slay but his horse got kicked on the way so that he had to leave it and come a foot he got here fryday and went a way monday  father Peak went with to Rochester and carried him he said he would write to you as soon as he got home an I should have written to you before he said he was well pleased with his situation he never took so much comfort in one winter in his life before you must write to me as often as you can father Peake is a going to Florida the last of May then I will write to you and he will mail it at fort plain father Peak sends his best Respects to you and says he thinks much of you you have friends yet you must come and see us if you can
